ARPOA BOARD MEETING
June 21, 2008

President’s Report:
· President noted that the May & June minutes will be distributed for the Boards review and approval as soon as possible.

· A Security Committee was formed by the President, chaired by Ken Cameron as a sub-committee to the Neighborhood Aware Committee.  This Committee is researching additional security firms that ARPOA could employ this summer.
· Mosquito spraying is scheduled to begin this coming Weds. 6/25, after 7:30 p.m. with spraying to continue each Weds. Until mid-September if the County detects a large mosquito population.  Residents may request their property not be sprayed by contacting the County Dept of Agriculture at 410 841 5870.
· The Lindsay settlement agreement (2515 Carrollton Rd right-of-way) is still being negotiated.
· President recommended that information regarding Operation Clearwater be place on our website.
Treasurer’s Report: 
· Treasurer noted that ARPOA’S fiscal years end June 30th.  End of Year reports will be sent out to the Board as soon as available.  At this time sufficient funding is available for the PWD to continue with any planned projects including the Overlook revetment project.  Current cash balances are positive and outlays need to be closely watched since ARPOA will not receive anymore tax money from the County until December.
Public Works Director: 
· A severe storm struck the Annapolis area on June 4 leaving much of ARPOA without power.  At least two of the community’s roads were blocked with downed trees, Carrollton & Claibourne.  The PWD removed or helped to remove two of those trees, reopening those roadways.  The PWD also removed debris from many of ARPOA’s roads caused by that same storm.
· PWD contracted for the removal of trees from the beach parking lot that were at risk and were a potential risk to the public and parked vehicles.  
· The PWD had removed a tree on Eden Lane.  
·  The PWD also cleaned up the debris caused by a lighting strike to a tree on Carrollton and Old Bay Ridge.  
Old Business:
· Forest Steward’s Report.  Liz Smith has received the report and will present it to the Land Use Committee.  The Report details three unique environments within the Ogleton Woods and makes suggestions for the management and maintenance of those areas.
Motion was made, seconded and approved to adjourn the meeting at 12:15 p.m. to allow the Board to participate in the Community’s annual picnic.
