President’s Report:
· President asked for a motion to accept the minutes.  Motion made, seconded and approved to accept the minutes of the April, May & June 2008 meetings.
· Operation Clearwater – Severn River Assoc is spearheading the effort to monitor the water quality of nearby rivers and streams.  Bacteria samples are taken ever few weeks.  Only one bad report was made for the 8/13 report period.

· It was noted that mosquito spraying is needed for the overlook parking lot.

· Suggestions were made to conduct a community wide yard sale in advance of and coordinated with next years dumpster day.

· President noted that ARPOA’s security contractor, Maryland Security Professionals, will patrol until mid-September.
Treasurer’s Report: 
· Treasurer provided a written report to the Board.  As of 6/30/08 ARPOA has received $293,832 of the $302,484 anticipated tax revenues for this fiscal year.  Expenses through 6/30/08 total $233,304.  There are no outstanding payables at this time.  Projects previously approved but not yet started or paid for include the revetment project at the overlook and Carrollton Rd. erosion mitigation.
· Additional tax revenues will not be received until December 1st.

· September 1st was the first payment of principle on the 20 year Ogleton Woods loan.  During the last three years of the loan, loan payments were interest.

· Ogleton Woods Title transfer -  scheduled for mid-September.
