The meeting opened at 7:05 p.m.
Members Discussion:

· ARPOA members Sean Rooney, Todd Pratt, and Misti Dragano expressed their concerns about alleged actions taken by ARPOA’s President and others to inhibit the County’s purchase of the Annapolis Roads Golf Course and the Golf Course’s proposed annexation into Annapolis’ jurisdiction (ARPOA member Sean Rooney referenced a letter he sent to President Hopkinson regarding this matter).
· President Hopkinson responded that to the best of her recollection no one from ARPOA’s Board or committees opposed the County’s purchase or City annexation.  President Hopkinson requested details as to the date of the alleged meetings, participants, etc.
· President Hopkinson stated that ARPOA’s concerns are with the Golf Course’s land use, not ownership.

· A discussion ensued about the origin of the Golf Course Covenants and the Board’s commitment to protect the Covenants.

· Members mentioned County Councilman Benoit’s proposal.  President Hopkinson stated that she will post the Benoit proposal for the Golf Course and will write a letter to the community about the Golf Course’s status.

· Members expressed a desire to attend monthly Board meetings and one member offered to post a meeting notification sign.
President’s Report:
· Golf Course.  The Land Use Committee will meet with ARPOA’s attorney, Steven P. Resnick, to get an update regarding legal issues relating to the annexation petition for the golf course.  
· The President will call a special meeting of the Board on Thursday September 3, 2009 to discuss the ruling on the ARPOA et al. vs. Lindsay case with ARPOA’s attorney, Chris Ohly.
Public Works Director’s Report: 
· PWD reported that there has been work on trees on community-owned property.
Treasurer’s Report: 
· ARPOA’s Treas. Bond was increased.  As a result, the County released approximately $25,000.  This additional disbursement will go towards operating funds, if necessary, until the next disbursement from the County, which is in December.
· The Board should have sufficient funds in the operating account until the next disbursement from the County.  Ordinary expenses for the fall include security and public works projects (trees).

· Treasurer reported that the Audit for fiscal 2009 is almost complete.

· The Moms Club contributed $1,933.15 to the Board to help defray costs for the Overlook project.

· Public Works projects.  Treasurer is working with PWD to establish a priority list for public works projects.

Old Business:
· Traffic Committee.  Director Buckenmaier stated that the flashing lights sign will be installed on Carrollton; a contact person is needed for the sign.  The pedestrian safety study is being completed by the County.  There will be monitoring in September.  The study will look at right-of-way issues.
New Business:
· Director Persinger requested the Board form a Watershed Steward Committee as a subcommittee of ARPOA.  The purpose of the committee is to promote the use of current and evolving storm water management and remediation best practices throughout the community and at source points outside the community that impact the waters of Annapolis Roads.  Director Persinger noted that there are grants available for activities associated with stormwater management.  Director Samorajczyk made a motion to form a Watershed Steward Committee as a subcommittee of ARPOA.  Motion seconded and approved.
· Announcements were made regarding community events: Eastport Fire Company is seeking donations; there are several Farmer’s markets around town; community meeting on H1N1 at the AACC on September 14 at 7:00 p.m.; and the oral rabies vaccine will be distributed by ARPOA’s forest steward, Liz Mewha (program through the AACo Health Department).
Next Board meeting is scheduled for October 6th.
Meeting was adjourned by the President at 9:30 p.m.
