ARPOA Board Meeting
March 3, 2009

Members Present:  President Anastasia Hopkinson, Vice-President Trish Strott, Treasurer Ralph Ebenhouse, Public Works Director Steve Stroetzel, and Members Bonnie Persinger, Stan Samorajczyk, Judy Vaughn.

Members Absent:  Secretary Lisa Campbell, and Members Walt Bigelow, Anne Kumins.

 The meeting convened at 7:16 p.m. at the home of Stan Samorajczyk.
President’s Report:
The 10-year plans for both Anne Arundel County and the City of Annapolis have completed their public commentaries.  On behalf of ARPOA, the President requested that the City’s plan for the Bay Village development (south side of Bay Ridge Road at Edgewater Road) not include an entrance/egress close to Carrollton Road.  The entrance of the new development will be an extension of Edgewater Rd.  Letter is attached.
On February 10, 2009, the President on behalf of ARPOA wrote a letter inviting the property owners of the golf course and clubhouse lot to discuss ARPOA’s interest in acquiring the property.  Members of the Land Use Committee planned to meet with the property owners on March 5, 2009.  The President had been recently informed by Councilman Jamie Benoit, while presenting a proposal for the property, that Ribera Development was no longer engaged to represent the property owners.

On March 17, 2009, ARPOA’s Traffic Committee will meet to prepare for a future meeting with the County Traffic Engineer, Nestor Flores.  The committee will explore ways to control speeding on Carrollton and Ogleton Roads.

ARPOA is a member of the Severn River Association and the President asked the Board to invite a member of the Community to act as ARPOA’s representative at periodic meetings.

The President, Vice-President and Public Works Director received a letter from Mrs. Jennifer Clark, 2646 Queen Anne Circle, asking to address the Board’s concern about possible encroachment of a fence on ARPOA property by another property she owns at 2832 Carrollton Road (White Gates).  The President presented Mrs. Clark’s letter to members present of the Land Stewards Committee (Riddle, Samorajczyk) and to the Public Works Director.  The Public Works Director was instructed by the Board to get a survey of the ARPOA Right-of-Way and White Gates area.
Treasurer’s Report:
The Treasurer had no report.

Public Works Director’s Report:
Ogleton Woods signage has been posted.

A manhole popped up on Carrollton Road at Eden Lane, while the snow plow was operating.  The Public Works Director reported it to BGE for repair.

Carrollton Road overhead street lamps are all repaired by BGE and functioning.

The Paca Lane Boat Ramp overhead lamp will be repaired by BGE.  BGE bills ARPOA a flat rate of $57.63/month for the lamp’s operation.

Carrollton Road’s brush was cutback by the County.

On Paca Lane, a large tree within ARPOA’s right of way needs to be taken down.

At 1034 Harbor Drive, a large tree within ARPOA’s right of way may need to be taken down.  The Public Works Director will confer with BGE because the tree has electrical lines close to it.

Dumpster Days for 2009 will be October 2, 3, and 4, which are Friday, Saturday and Sunday.

A Spring Clean-up Day may be organized by the Public Works Director, and include a Tag Sale Day, i.e., a community garage sale.  The Public Works Director will ask for a dumpster from Greg Strott’s waste disposal company; and ask the Mom’s Club if they’d like to get involved in a Tag Day Sale.
Purchase of the Overlook’s recreational equipment is being planned.  The Public Works Director will invite the Mom’s Club to meet with the Board to discuss the Playground Equipment.  Vice-President Trish Strott will look at various types of equipment with the Mom’s Club and ask the Mom’s Club what equipment they want to purchase, how much it will cost and how much in donations the Mom’s Club expects to raise.

The Public Works Director will ask Dave Buemi about the Overlook and Beach Committee’s plans for the installation (by June 2009) of new benches, tables and a BBQ grill for the Overlook.

New Business:
Member Judy Vaughn is preparing a Welcoming Package for new residents.  She would like to organize “Block Captains” who would be responsible for delivering the Welcoming Package and welcoming new residents.

Dear Commissioners,

The draft Comprehensive Plan indicates that a road may be developed on Bay Ridge Rd., across from Carrollton Rd.,  to access the Bay Village property, (see Figure 4-7 "Citywide Road Projects Map".)   

The entrance of the community of Annapolis Roads is Carrollton Road at Bay Ridge Rd.   The Annapolis Roads Property Owners Association is opposed to any such extension of Carrollton Road.  This proposed extension of Carrollton Road serves no public purpose and poses a threat to traffic safety.  Such a road will also detract from the aesthetic value of our community's entrance.  

The primary entrance to the Bay Village property will be at the Edgewood Road traffic light.  Carrollton Road is a couple of hundred feet east of Edgewood Road, and the traffic light at Arundel-on-the-Bay Road is several hundred feet further east.  The traffic lights at Edgewood and Arundel-on-the-Bay roads cause some traffic congestion.  Adding an entrance/egress at Carrollton Road, between the traffic lights, increased traffic congestion and the possibility of auto accidents.  Furthermore, the proposed extension of Carrollton Road is too close to the Edgewood Road traffic light.

No cars or trucks, including delivery or trash pick-up trucks, should enter or exit the Bay Village commercial development from the proposed extension of Carrollton Rd. because that would impede the flow of traffic on Bay Ridge Rd.   On exiting the property left turns, crossing two lanes of traffic just past the Edgewood Rd. traffic light, should not be allowed for obvious safety reasons.  A right turn serves relatively few drivers.  Additionally, more traffic congestion in this area will interfere with the operations of the new County firehouse.   

This proposed Carrollton Road extension offers very little benefit and great hazard.  I ask that the only access to the Bay Village property be from Edgewood Rd. or points west.
